WHAT ISCOMMUNITY WATCH

Most people are not in the position to protect their homes and property 100
percent of the time. Business, shopping, trips, vacations, or just an evening
out will leave homes and property unattended and vulnerable to crime.

The essential element of the Community Watch Program is securing the help
of your neighbors in reporting unusual or suspicious incidents as well as any
crimes that may occur in their view. In addition, Community Watch includes
informing every one of good security practices, marking and listing property,
and an up to date tel ephone notification system.

Community watch is not a group of vigilantes or lawless people taking the
law into their own hands. Nor do Community Watch Volunteers take the
place of their security department in enforcing the law or apprehending
criminals.

The security steps you and your neighbors take as a group are just as
important as the things you do individually. Criminals are opportunistic — do
not give them an opportunity to commit crime.

COMMUNITY WATCH PROGRAM OUTLINE

SECTOR COORDINATOR

The Sector Coordinators have one of the most important functions in the Community
Watch Program. They supervise the citizen participants who join Community Watch in
their area.

The duties of the Sector Coordinator will result in very little change in the lifestyle for the
citizen involved. Rather, the job will provide a means for meeting your neighbors, as well
as, avehicle for making your community a safer placeto live.

The Sector Coordinator is responsible for one designated area and he or she is expected to:

Encourage Community participation in the program.

Disseminate information channeled through them from the Security Departments
liaison officer to the citizens on crime prevention.

Compile alist of names of al persons on their block who wish to participate in the
program, as well as, their addresses and phone numbers (home and business
phones).

Assist the Community Watch chairperson with meetings.

Serve as liaison between the community and the Security Department.

Attend Community Watch training sessions.

Inform Community Watch Members of techniques; i.e. how to join Operation
Identification, etc.

Provide incentive for Community Watch Members to continue their crime
prevention efforts.

Welcome new neighbors to our community and encourage their joining
Community Watch.

Assist in the formulation and maintenance of the telephone notification system for
emergencies.

Relay information on community problems/suspicious activities to the Security
Department liaison officer.



COMMUNITY WATCH VOLUNTEER

People are the backbone of any good Community Watch Program. Without volunteers
Community Watch will not work. Volunteers are the eyes and ears of the Community.

1. Be the eyes and ears of Security. Be aware of what's going on in your area and
look for any signs of suspicious activity or crime.

2. Call Security immediately when a crime or suspicious activity is observed. Supply
security with al requested information. Next initiate the Telephone Chain
Communications Network.

3. Acquaint yourself with neighbors, learn neighbors schedules and recognize
neighbors' vehicles and regular visitors to the area.

4. Attend and participate in Community Watch meetings and encourage other
residents to become involved.

5. Use the information provided in this booklet to strengthen the security in your
home and participate in the Operation Identification Program.

TELEPHONE NOTIFICATION SYSTEM

I
TELEPHONE CHAIN

Communication among Community Watch Members is the key to a good Community Watch Program. Each
member acts as a link in the telephone chain. This chain helps neighbors tell each other about suspicious or
criminal activity and receive important information from Security. Someone, such as a next-door neighbor must
relay information from the chain to members without phones. If no one is home, or if a babysitter or children
are home, make the next cal in the chain and contact the homeowner later. The telephone chain must be
complete. Remember, your chain is only as strong as its weakest link. Therefore, it is recommended that each
participant have a handy listing of immediate neighbors to includee NAMES, ADDRESSES, PHONE
NUMBERS, (both home an business), seeillustration below:

HOW TO REPORT A CRIME, FIRE or MEDICAL EMERGENCY

FIRE OR MEDICAL EMERGENCY

9-1-1 is the telephone number to call to report ALL EMERGENCIES on Fripp Island whether
the emergency requires response from Security, Fire, Fire Rescue or Emergency Medical
Services. When you call 9-1-1, your call will be automatically transferred to the proper agency
for response to your area.

Two things immediately happen once your call is answered by the 9-1-1 operator. First, the
location of the telephone you are calling from is displayed on a screen aong with the correct: 1)
Law Enforcement Agency, 2) Fire Department, and 3) Emergency Medical Service Unit for that
particular area. This is especially important for those who do not know the proper agency or
number to call, as in small children and those calling from somewhere other than their own
home. Secondly, when you tell the operator what your needs are, he or she will immediately
dispatch your call to the appropriate agency. In an emergency where you could not speak, this
system would automatically send emergency services to your location. Do not be afraid to use
9-1-1. It isthe fastest and most efficient way to answer your Emergency needs.

NON —EMERGENCY

To report any non-emergency situations
call Fripp Island Security at 838-2334.
Non-emergency calls are those that are

not life threatening or a crime in progress
at the time of the call; such as a suspicious
person/vehicle, a stolen bicycle, vandalism
to property, etc.
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PROCEDURES FOR REPORTING TO SECURITY

You MUST familiarize yourself with these instructions, so you will be prepared in an
emergency.

1.

IDENTIFY YOURSELF (name, address, phone number, and say, “I am a Community
Watch member.”)

TYPE OF CRIME (burglary, assault, suspicious person or vehicle, etc.)
CRIME IN PROGRESS (or when occurred).

WHERE (address of building, description of building, name or location of building if no
specific address is known, landmark).

SUSPECT ARMED (gun, knife, club, etc.).

DESCRIPTION OF SUSPECT (male or female, height, weight, age, race, clothing, hair,
and how many).

DESCRIPTION OF VEHICLE (color, make, body, tag number,
damage, etc.)

DIRECTION THE SUSPECT IS TRAVELING.

STAY on theline until you are told to hang up.

10.AFTER CALLING SECURITY, ACTIVATE your telephone chain so that neighbors can

help watch the suspect and give security a more detailed description.

The Suspect ldentification and Vehicle Identification Charts are guides to assist you in recording
important information. You are not expected to fill in all the blanks and should record only those details
your are sure of. Try to pick out at least two outstanding features or identifying marks and work from
there.

Never confront a suspicious person or vehicle. Call Security!

When you are calling in suspicious activity or acrimein progr ess:
1. Remain calm.
2. Talk slowly and clearly
3. Describethelncident asaccurately as possible
4. Give as much information as possible regarding the description of a suspect or a vehicle.

5. Be patient, information that may seem unimportant to you may be vital to the responding Security
Officer.

OPERATION IDENTIFICATION RECORD

Vauable property should be marked with an electric engraver or any sharp etching tool
with your Drivers License or ID number. Avoid marking on removable parts such aslids,
doors, plates, etc.

Items that cannot be marked such as antiques, china, coins, jewelry, etc., should be photo-
graphed in color with the owner' sidentification. A complete description of the article
should be written on the back of the photograph.

SUGGESTED ITEMS FOR MARKING: Bicycles, T.V.'s, stereos, tape recorders, cameras,
appliances, sporting goods, guns, computers, power tools, hand tools, lawnmowers, golf clubs,
outboard motors, etc. Credit card numbers should also be recorded.

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HOUSEHOLD SECURITY TIPS

Alertnessis the key to personal safety. NEVER think that it can't happen to you!

Help SECURITY, FIRE AND MEDICAL personnd find your home quickly by posting your address
numbersin avisible place that can be clearly seen from the street during the day or night. Make sure that
the numbers are large, a contrasting color to your house, and well lit a night.

Close your drapes at dusk so a burglar cannot see inside your home.
ALWAYSLOCK doors and windows.
Always have lights on in more than one room when you are away after dark. A timer or photo-electric

cell will automatically turn your lights on at dusk. Motion detecting devices will turn on outdoor yard
lights should a potential prowler/burglar enter your property.

Re-key all locks when moving into a new apartment or home.

If you arrive home and find that someone has been in your house. DO NOT ENTER. Go to atelephone
and call SECURITY. DO NOT ENTER your home until SECURITY tellsyou it is okay to do so.

Keep shrubs trimmed away from windows and doors so you do not provide a convenient hiding place
for aburglar and your line of sight is unobstructed.

Maintain good exterior lighting, especialy at vulnerable access/entry points to your home.

DO NOT leave ladders around the exterior of your home where they can be used by a burglar to gain
entrance.

DO NOT leave vauables such as lawn mowers, bicycles, tools, gas grills unsecured in your yard or in
an open or unlocked garage. This is giving the thief the opportunity to steal from you and it also gives
the burglar the means (using your tools) to break into your home.

Keep garage doors closed and locked at all times. The door leading into your home from the garage is a
favorite access point for a burglar. Once into your garage the burglar also has the tools necessary to
forcibly enter your home. Secure automatic garage door openers out of view in your vehicle.

Never hide a key outside your home. Most hiding places are obvious to burglars or can be found with a
little searching.

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SECURING YOUR CONDOMINIUM

When moving into a new apartment or condominium or after keys have been lost or stolen, have al
locks re-keyed.

Deadbolt locks should be installed on al exterior doors. The manager of the building can be given a key
to be used in emergencies.

Properly secure all sliding glass doors and windows, regardless of what floor you live on.

See that there is lighting in stairwells, parking lots, courtyard, laundry rooms and the exterior of the
building.

See that shrubs are cut back so they don't offer concealment for a burglar and you have a clear line of
sight to your front and back door and to your driveway.

Don't advertise that you are a woman living alone. Use your first initial only on your mailbox and
telephone listing.

If you are planning to be away for an extended period, inform someone of your plans and where you can
be reached. Be sure to stop al deliveries.

Always secure your doors and windows even when at the pool, laundry room or at a neighbors for afew
minutes.

Always lock your vehicles, and remove items such as radar detectors, brief cases, wallets and other
items of value.

Try to park in well-lit, high visibility areas, preferably near your residence.

CLOSING YOUR DOORSTO BURGLARY

HINGE DOORS

The most common door type used in homes and apartments is the hinge door. It is important that al
exterior doors be of solid wood core construction or that steel clad doors be used. Avoid light gauge
aluminum. Hollow core or composition board doors are not effective deterrents because they can be
easily battered or bored. It is defeating the purpose of good a good deadbolt lock to mount it on a

hollow or foam core door.

If door hinges are exposed on the exterior of the door non-removable hinge pins should be used. To
prevent removal of a door that has removable pins, you can employ a headless screw or nail. Drill two
holes opposite each other in the center of the hinge. Insert headless screw or nail into the leaf on the
doorframe dlide. Allow screw or nail to protrude %2 inch. When the door is closed, the screw will

engage the other hinge leaf.

Polycarbonate sheets and metal grill doors may be more expensive than replacing the door. If the door
is replaced with a solid core or panel door awide angle viewer should also be recommended.

Double cylinder deadbolt (keyed from both sides) should be recommended only if the resident
understands the safety requirements (see locks).

NOTE: At the present time, polycarbonate (Iexan) is not always available through hardware and glass
retailers.

Drill aholein the center of the hinge
and insert a headless screw or nail in
the door frame side, allowing it to
protrude one half inch.

LOCKING OUT TROUBLE
Sound locks won't always keep out a burglar, but they will discourage one.

You don't need to spend a lot of money on security hardware, but you should follow
the guidelines listed in this booklet in order to protect your family. Since prices vary,
you should shop around.

Chain latches OFFER NO SECURITY because they can be ripped off easily. Instead,
check acaller' sidentity through a wide-angle viewer or peephole (min 180 degrees).

A common type of lock in many homes and apartments is the key-in-knob or spring
latch type. This particular lock is easily defeated by the most amateur burglar with a
credit card or screwdriver inserted between the latch and the strike plate. This lock
offers no security and should be supplemented by a single or double cylinder deadbolt
lock, rim type or surface mounted lock. The dead latch is similar to the spring latch
lock but has a small bar or plunger which will not permit opening with a shimming
device. Since the plunger is very short and weak a quality deadbolt lock should
supplement it.

THESE LOCKSDO NOT OFFER ADEQUATE SECURITY

A single cylinder deadbolt lock should be mounted on a solid core door when there is
no breakable glass within 40" inches of the interior locking mechanism. The single
cylinder deadbolt lock has athumb turn piece on the inside.

A double cylinder deadbolt lock, which is operated from both the interior and exterior,
should be used when there is glass within 40" inches of the interior locking mechanism.

CAUTION: The use of a double cylinder deadbolt lock can be a fire
escape hazard. If this type of lock is used while the home is occupied,
leave the key in the inside lock or hanging very near to the door.
Children should be trained in the use of this lock and know the exact
location of the key. When the dwelling is not occupied the key should be
kept out of reach of aburglar.

When moving into a new dwelling, have tumblers in all exterior doors changed. Check
for full bolt extension, thisis best done by alicensed locksmith.

COMPONENTSOF A GOOD DEADBOLT

Both single and double cylinder deadbolts should meet these basic criteriato be agood
guality security device:
CYLINDER GUARD

CONNECTING
SCREW HEADS

CONNECTING

DOOR
INSIDE OUTSIDE

1. The bolt must extend a minimum of 1° throw and be case hardened or contain a
hardened insert.

2. The cylinder guard must be tapered or spherical to make it difficult to grip with
pliers or awrench. It must be made of solid metal, preferably able to turn freely.

3. The connecting screws that hold the lock together must be on the inside. There
must be no exposed screw heads on the exterior of the door.

4. The connecting screws must be a least ¥ in diameter and screw into solid metal
stock, not screw posts.

5. The screws that come with the strike plate are often too short. Use 2° screwsin the
strike plate.

When shopping for a deadbolt lock, you may wish to take the diagram and description to
a locksmith or hardware store to be sure the lock you buy meets all of the basic
requirements.

POINTSTO REMEMBER

Drilling and pinning is an inexpensive and effective solution. If nail is used, 5/32° with 8
or 10 penny nails are recommended.

Commercially produced window pins are available. The type that requires awrench is not
recommended.

All ground floor windows should be pinned. (Exception: if small children live in home,
one window should be designated for fire emergency exit.)

Key operated locks are easy to install. The key should always hang on a nail next to the
casing for emergency use.

SLIDING GLASSWINDOWS

Sliding glass windows can be secured in the same
manner as sliding glass doors. Pins through the frame
screws in the track, or keyed locks can all be used.
Many inexpensive auxiliary locks are available.

CASEMENT WINDOWS

Casement windows provide good security.
Keyed locks are also available for this type
window for additional security. Make sure
the latch works properly and the operator
handle has no excess play.

JALOUSIE WINDOW

Jalousie windows are a very high security risk and should be
replaced if at all possible. They can be secured by installing
metal grating on the inside of the window with a quick release
feature, to be used in the event of afire. At comparable cost to
installing grating, the windows can be replaced with another
that offers better security. An inexpensive way to secure these
windows is to glue the panes into the frames. Use a strong glue
that endures temperature change.

AWNING TYPE WINDOWS

Awning type windows are difficult to secure and are also a
high security risk, Be sureto tightly close the window and
keep the cranking mechanism in good condition. The removal
of the inside crank handle when away form home adds security

GOLF CART SECURITY TIPS

Unfortunately, we see our share of golf cart thefts on Fripp Island. There are some
actions that you can take to make your golf cart less of atarget for theft.

Keep your golf cart in an enclosed, locked garage out of public view.
Y ards and garages should be well lit.

The view to the garage/storage area should be unobstructed.

Re-key the ignition. (Golf cart keys are universal)
Disconnect/remove the battery when you are away.

Never leave valuablesin your unattended golf cart. (golf clubs, fishing gear, etc.)

GOLF CART SAFETY TIPS

Only licensed drivers may operate golf carts on roadways. (56-1-20, 56-1- 440, &
56-1- 490)

Never exceed the manufacturers passenger specification.

Do not alow children/passengers to stand up while riding.

Do not carry infants or children in your lap while driving.

Do not alow children to steer or operate the gas or brake pedals.
Obey dl traffic laws.

Ensure all equipment is functioning properly.

HOMEOWNER VACATION TIPS

When going on vacation or out-of-town for any reason:
™ Don't publicize vacations ahead of time. Burglars watch for newspaper accounts.
™ Notify Security and put your house on Housewatch.

™ Stop deliveries of mail and newspapers or ask a friend to pick them up while you
are gone.

™ Arrange to have the lawn mowed.

™ | eave information on where you can be contacted in an emergency with a trusted
neighbor and ask them to keep an eye on your house.

™ Give your house a lived-in appearance. A residence that presents a lived-in
appearance is a deterrent to burglars.

™ Have a neighbor occasionally use your garbage can.

™ Put automatic timers on severa lights and a radio. Set them so they will turn on
and off at random times in different rooms — especially the bathroom

™ Don't leave lights on 24 hours a day. é ’r
—

™ |eave drapes in a normal position to maintain a lived-in [
appearance.

™ Turn the bell on the telephone down to low. ]

™ Have aneighbor park in your driveway or in front of your house.

HARASSING OR OBSCENE PHONE CALLS

Obscene, threatening or harassing telephone calls are criminal acts. You do not have to talk or
listen to such calls. JUST HANG UP! If the calls persist report them to Security. You may aso
cal the Sprint Annoyance Call Center. The making of such calls can result in the disconnection
of phone serviceto the caller and criminal charges being filed.

AUTO SAFETY

Whether you travel by bus or car, it is dways a good idea to travel with at least one other
person. Here are some rules to follow to help insure your safety while driving.

™ Keep your car locked at al times. This means when you are driving and when the
car is parked.

™ Make sure your windows are rolled up high enough so that no one can reach
inside.
™ Check your car to seethat it isin good working order and has plenty of gas before

Never go home
while you think you are still being followed.
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SEXUAL BATTERY
Sexual battery (rape) is one of the most serious and frightening crimes against people of
any age. You must remember that it is a crime of violence and can happen to anyone. A
person's best defense isto eliminate the opportunity for attack.
™ Be aware of you surroundings and alert to the actions around you.
™ Do not open the door to strangers.
™ |If you live alone, use only your last name and first initial on your mailbox.

™ Alwayslock your car.

™ Ask for identification from all repair and sales persons. Call the company that the
person represents, and look the number up in the phone book.

™ Close your drapes and blinds at night.
IF YOU ARE A POTENTIAL SEXUAL BATTERY VICTIM
™ Try to talk camly to the attacker — do not plead or beg
™ Be observant; get a good description of the attacker, vehicle and surroundings.

™ Use force only as a last resort and only if you feel confident that you can inflict
disabling injury to the attacker.

™ Call 9-1-1 as soon as possible.

IF YOU BECOME A SEXUAL BATTERY VICTIM
™ Do not change clothes, shower or clean up.
™ Do not throw anything away.
™ Do not use any medication.

™ Call 9-1-1 immediately.

CRIME PREVENTION THROUGH
ENVIRONMENTAL DESIGN

WHAT ISCPTED?

CPTED is an approach to the planning and development of communities that reduces
opportunities for crime. Criminals make rational choices about their targets and
generaly:

™ the greater the risk of being seen, challenged or caught, the less likely they are
to commit acrime,

™ the greater the effort required, the less likely they are to commit a crime, and

™ the lesser the actual or perceived reward, the less likely they are to commit a
crime.

We can design and manage the environment to ensure:
™ thereis more chance of being seen, challenged and caught,
™ greater effort isrequired,
™ the actual or perceived rewards are less, and

™ opportunities for criminal activity are minimized.

WHAT ARE THE PRINCIPLES OF CPTED?

Three principles central to Crime Prevention Through Environmental Design are as
follows:

1) Natural Surveillance

Criminals usually do not want to be seen. Placing physical features, activities and
people in ways that maximize the ability to see what is happening discourages crime.
For example, placing cafes and kiosks in parks increases natural surveillance by park
users, while placing clotheslines near play areas increases natural surveillance of the
play area. Barriers, such as bushes, sheds or shadows, can make it difficult to observe
activity. Landscaping and lighting can be planned to promote natural surveillance
from inside a home or building and from the outside by neighbors or people passing
by.
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2) Access Control/Target Hardening

Properly located entrances, exits, fencing, landscaping, and lighting can direct both
foot and automobile traffic in ways that discourage crime. Access can be
restricted by physical barriers such as bollards, fences, doorways, etc or by
security hardware such as locks, chains and alarms. Human measures can also
be used, such as security officers. All these methods aim to increase the effort
required to commit a crime and therefore, reduce the potential for it to

happen.

3) Ownership

People usually protect territory that they fedl is their own and have a certain respect
for the territory of others. Fences, paving, art, signs, good maintenance and
landscaping are some physical ways to express ownership. ldentifying intruders is
much easier in awell-defined space. An areathat looks protected gives the impression
that greater effort is required to commit a crime. A cared for environment can also
reduce fear of crime.

Areas that are run down and the subject of graffiti and vandalism are generally more
intimidating than areas that do not display such characteristics.

CPTED GUIDELINES FOR DWELLINGS

Residential areas are the heart of Fripp Island. Our homes are the centers of our lives,
where we should feel most safe. And, while we may have multiple choices when it comes
to walking through a certain part of town or driving the city streets, we have few choices
when it comes to the streets where we live.

The guiding principle here is “know thy neighbor.® Streets and homes should be designed
to encourage interaction between neighbors. good examples of these design elements are
front porch and property lines that are defined simply by low shrubbery instead of high
fences.

2) Ownership

™ front porches or stoops create a transitional area between the street, and the
home

™ property lines and private areas should be defined with plantings, pavement
treatments or fences.

™ the street address should be clearly visible from the street and at night with
numbers a minimum of five inches high made of non-reflective material.

3) Access Control/Target Hardening

™ interior doors that connect a garage to a building should have a single cylinder
deadbolt lock.

™ door locks should be located a minimum of 40 inches from adjacent windows.

™ exterior doors should be hinged on the inside and should have a single cylinder
deadbolt lock with a minimum one inch throw

™ new houses should not have jalousie, casement or awning style windows

™ al windows should have locks

™ dliding glass doors should have one permanent door on the outside; the inside
moving door should have alocking device and a pin

CPTED GUIDELINESFOR MULTI-FAMILY DWELLINGS (CONDQYS)

Multi-Family dwellings pose the same problems as single dwellings, although these
problems can easily be compounded by the number of dwellings and residents. Here we
have a much greater number of public areas to consider: shared interior hallways,
elevators, laundry rooms and parking spaces.

Multi-Family dwellings don't necessarily mean multiple problems. There is a certain
amount of truth to the old saying; “There's safety in numbers® and with neighbors who
take responsibility for each other there's no reason why a multiple dwelling building
cannot be a safe placeto live.

1) Natural Surveillance

™ exterior doors should be visible from the street or by neighbors
™ all doors that open to the outside should be well lit
™ parking spaces should be assigned to each unit located adjacent to that unit,
and not marked by unit numbers
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™ vigitor parking should be designated

™ parking areas and pedestrian walkways would be will lit

™ recreation areas should be visible from a multitude of windows and doors

™ dumpsters should not create blind spots or hiding areas

™ elevators and stairwells should be clearly visible from windows and doors

™ shrubbery should be no more than 3 feet high for clear visibility

™ buildings should be sited so that the windows and doors of one unit are visible
from another

™ stairwells should be well lit and open to view; not behind solid walls

2) Ownership

™ property lines should be defined by landscaping or post and pillar fencing

™ |ow shrubbery and fencing should allow visibility from the street

™ building entrances should be accentuated by architectural elements, lighting
and /or landscaping

™ door knobs should be 40 inches from window panes

™ all buildings and residential units should be clearly identified by street address
numbers that are a minimum of five inches high and well lit at night

™ common doorways should have windows and key controlled by residents

™ mailboxes should be located next to the appropriate residences

3) Access Control/Target Hardening

™ balcony railings should never be a solid opaque material or more than 42
inches high

™ entrances into parking lots should be defined by landscaping, architectural
design, or monitored by a security officer

™ dead end spaces should be blocked by afence or agate

™ common building entrances should have locks that automatically lock when the
door closes

™ hallways should be well lit

™ no more than four apartments should share the same entrance

™ elevators and stairwells should be centrally located

™ access to the building should be limited to no more than two points

™ cylinder deadbolt locks should be installed on all exterior doors

™ door hinges should be located on the interior side of the door

™ dliding glass doors should have one permanent door on the outside and on the
inside moving door should have alock device and apin
